We are excited to welcome our scholars back to in-person learning! Our scholars in Kindergarten through 2nd grade
worked very hard this week to complete their NWEA testing. If your child missed their assessment, they will be
working with one of our teachers to complete it.

PLA@93 will be returning to in-person learning beginning on Monday, February 8th. Please keep in mind that the
school doors will open at 7:20AM. All scholars that arrive in a car will need to wait in their car until having their
temperature checked by a staff member. Masks are still required by all teachers, staff, and scholars.

Inclimate Weather- In the event of inclement weather, Phalen Leadership Academies will contact the local news
stations to provide information to our families. In addition to that, PLA@93 will send an email and phone call to the
number that you have on file with the school, to make you aware of any changes for that day. We are anticipating
severe weather conditions on the morning of our return, Monday, February 8th. In the event that school is
delayed or a transition to e-learning is needed this is the protocol we will follow.
